1. Eastern Hills, 5594 Ansteatt Rd, Batavia, Oh – Take I 275 East to Milford exit, go East on RT 50 to 

Owensville, turn left (North) on RT 132, wind down hill across Stonelick creek and turn right onto Anstaett 
road.  Club at the end of the road 

2. Golden Hawks, 3134 St Rt 222, Bethel, Oh – Take I 275 East to Amelia exit, turn unto ST RT 125 East.  Go 
about 11 miles to RT 222 South.  Go about ¼ mile to driveway on the left. 

3. Buckskin Archery, 3509 Apple Tree Rd, Union, Ky –Take RT 42 or RT 536 from I 75 to Union.  Go North 
on RT 536 about 5 miles to the bottom of the hill.  Turn right onto gravel road.  Club at the end of the road. 

4. Can-Tuc’s, 952 Kennon Rd, Foster, KY – Take I 275 to AA Highway exit, go South about 26 miles.  Look 
for signs just past Bracken County Line across from Kennon Rd.  Turn right onto gravel road.  

5. Shawnee, 100 Chapperal Rd Winchester,OH – Take RT 32 East to RT 136 at Winchester.  Go South about 
8 miles and turn left onto Chapperal Rd.  Go about 2 miles and turn left onto gravel road.  Club at the end of 
the road 

6. Hillcrest, 506 Hillcrest Lane, Winchester, Oh – From 32 East, take 136 South to SR 41 South.  Turn left 
onto Brown Hill Rd towards Hilltop Golf Course.  At 4-way stop, turn left, approximately ¼ mile, turn right 
on to Hillcrest Lane (gravel).  Go to the end of the lane. 

7.  Bob White, Pleasant Ridge Rd & Melton Rd, Alexandria, Ky Take I-275 to Exit 77, Wilder/AA Hwy.  
Turn right on the AA towards Alexandria. Continue on the AA to the Cold Spring/Alexandria exit.  Turn right 
onto US 27 heading south, towards Alexandria.  Continue approximately 6 miles to Lickert Road (Camel 
Crossing).  Turn right on Lickert Road and continue thru the first intersection to the stop sign on   KY 915.  
Turn Left onto KY 915.  Turn right on Pleasant Ridge Road for approximately 0.8 miles. Archery range 
entrance is on the left. 

8.   Boone County, 14460 Southfork Church Rd, Verona, KY-I-71W to exit 71 (Verona), turn right onto Rt 
14, ending at US 42. Turn left, go 1-2 miles to South Fork Church Rd on the right.  Go 1 mile to clubhouse. 

9.  Four Seasons 345 Flour Creek Rd, Butler, Ky Take I-275 to Exit 77, Wilder/AA Hwy.  Turn right on the 
AA towards Alexandria. Continue on the AA to the Cold Spring/Alexandria exit.  Turn right onto US 27 
heading south, towards Alexandria.  Continue approximately 16 miles to KY 177 in Butler.  Turn right on 
KY 177 and continue approximately 5 miles to KY 467. Turn Left onto KY 467 and continue to Junction of 
KY 17/467.  Turn left on KY 17/467 and make next right onto KY 467.   Continue on KY 467 for 
approximately 2 miles.  Archery range entrance is on the right. 

10. Indian Trails, 6301 Park Office Rd,College Corner, Oh- I-275 to Route 27 N into Oxford, right onto Doty, 
left onto Brown Rd, right onto Main Loop to Acton Lake picnic area/archery range.
